In this section we will work on our problem solving skills. We will reinforce certain skills introduced in previous sections. 

EXAMPLE: Translate and Solve.

a.) The product of four and a number decreased by seven is fourteen.

b.) The product of four, and a number decreased by seven is fourteen.

EXAMPLE: If you have $16.10 to spend for dinner and plan to leave a 15% tip, what is the maximum priced dinner you can purchase?

EXAMPLE: A repair bill on a yacht came to $1603, including $532 for parts and the remainder for labor. If the cost of labor is $63 per hour, how many hours of labor did it take to repair the yacht?

EXAMPLE: A collection of dimes and nickels is worth $1.00. If there are three times as many nickels as dimes, how many nickels and dimes are in the collection?

EXAMPLE: A child’s piggy bank contains nickels, dimes and quarters.  There are four times as many nickels as dimes and ten fewer quarters than nickels.  The total value of all the coins is $5.30.  Find the number of each type of coin.

EXAMPLE: A movie theater sold a total of 200 tickets, some for $5 each and the remainder for $6 each. If the total income from the sale of all tickets was $1160, how many of each kind of ticket were sold?

EXAMPLE: The sum of two numbers is 56. Seven times the smaller number exceeds three times the larger number by 12. Find the numbers.

EXAMPLE: If all Marsha’s dimes were quarters, she would be 90 cents richer. How many dimes does she have?
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
