	This course, Math 026, is a computer assisted alternative to the traditional lecture format found in the Math 025 course. In order to pass the course, all the items listed on the checkoff sheet must be completed.


	Check Off Sheet: This sheet will stay in your personal folder in the classroom.  As soon as you complete an item you can ask the instructor or an mCAL tutor to record your score and initial your check off sheet.  All items must be completed in sequence.  

SIGMA sheet:  As part of the requirements for this class, you are required to complete at least 5 activities, approximately one hour each, in the SIGMA - Math Achievement Center.  These activities are designed to prepare you for and reinforce the concepts covered in this course.  This sheet will stay in your personal folder in the classroom. As soon as you complete a workshop you can ask the instructor to check off the sheet.  

Plato Tutorial Software:  Use of the software will help students in learning and understanding the concepts.  There are many examples and explanations which you can access during class or anytime you are online.

Homework:  The homework assignments are from the textbook.  They should be done carefully and neatly on paper.  For each problem you should copy the problem, show all work and your solution.  The solutions should be checked in the back of the book.

Evaluate Quizzes : The Evaluates are taken online.  You must get 80% or better to pass.  You are allowed three attempts to achieve the 80% level.

Pretests: You will complete a pretest (like a review assignment) before taking a test.

Tests and Final Exam(s): You will take each test only after you have completed the homework and Evaluate quizzes for that material.  The tests are on paper and will be taken in class or in the TLC testing rooms. No calculators are allowed on tests.  You must get 80% or better to pass.  You are allowed three attempts to achieve the 80% level.

Classwork (Participation):  Each week you will be given one or more worksheets which must be completed during class that day.  You will also be given some practice problems form Plato.

	Attendance Policy:  If you miss more than two days before the drop deadline date, you may be dropped from the course. Arriving to class late or leaving class early may be considered missing class. Remember that it is your responsibility to drop the course by the relevant deadline dates.
   Classroom Behavior: Cheating will not be tolerated. All instances of cheating will be forwarded to the dean of student services. Please do not talk or work on computers while lecture is in progress.  Students who come to class but refuse to do any work will be asked to leave. Please turn off and put away all cell phones. If a student repeatedly uses their cell phone in class, they will be asked to hand over their phone each day while in class. Excessive “chatting” in class is unacceptable.
   Classroom Agenda: On most days the first half of the class will be a lecture and/or classwork assignment.  The second half of class will be devoted to individual work including getting work checked off, working on homework, pretests, computer work, or taking exams.
   Tutoring:  Bonelli 204 in the TLC has a free tutoring and is the GLA/m-CAL center that is designed to support your needs in this class. The function of the lab is to support you in your efforts, make you aware of what needs to be done, and provide opportunities for flexibility in the learning process.  You are encouraged to come in and work at any time the lab is open and get assistance in reviewing mistakes on exams, help with PLATO materials and homework.
