You will need a scientific calculator for some homework exercises.  You may purchase any inexpensive scientific calculator.


However, no calculators will be used on tests or final exam. 

Course Description: 
Examines higher degree and rational equations and inequalities, functions and graphs, systems of equations, exponential and logarithmic functions, introduction to sequences, and applications. Designed to prepare students for college level mathematics and professional courses.
Student Learning Outcomes:

· Solve radical, quadratic, exponential, and logarithmic equations.
Attendence:
Regular attendance is crucial to your success in the class. Please come on time and stay for the duration of the class.  If you cannot attend regularly, on time, and stay for the entire class, you should take this class at another time that fits your schedule. Students arriving late or leaving early, without authorization from the instructor, may be marked tardy.  Two recorded tardies will count as one absence. Excessive absences (3 or more) may result in being dropped from the class. However, it is your responsibility to officially drop the course. 

Exams:
No calculators or notes are allowed during exams.  No make-up exams are allowed.  However, if you know in advance that you will miss an exam, then it is possible to arrange to take it in advance, but no exam will be given after the class has taken it.
· Chapter Exams (60%):  There will be total of 5 exams throughout the semester. Your lowest test score may be replaced by your final exam score to improve your final grade.

· Final Exam (25%):  A cumulative final exam will be given during class time on the last two days of class:  12/7/11 and 12/8/11.   
Homework and Quizzes (10%):
Homework will be assigned daily, and it is expected to be done daily.  However, it will only be collected randomly on exam days at the beginning of the exam. A responsible complete assignment will be given 10 points.  A late assignment will be accepted with 50% penalty.  

Quizzes will be given throughout the semester.  Quizzes will be taken precisely from previously assigned homework assignments.  No makeup quizzes will be given. Your lowest quiz score will be dropped. All homework and quiz scores will be grouped together as one unit.
SIGMA (Supplemental Instruction for Gaining Master in Algebra and Arithmetic)  (5%)
