Welcome!  I'm happy to have you in this course!  Please come with a positive attitude and a willingness to work hard and hopefully the experience will be meaningful and enjoyable.
You will need a scientific calculator which you can get for $12 – $15.  If money is not an object you could get a TI-84Plus graphing calculator (which runs $90 - $100), since demonstrations will be given in class using the TI-84 Plus.  On most examinations, calculators will not be allowed. 
Homework is assigned at every class meeting.  It is most beneficial if you can do your homework as soon after class as possible while the lecture is fresh in your mind.  Homework will be collected on each of the five exam days and each set is worth 10 points.  
You will have five 1-hr. exams worth 50 points each.  The dates of the exams are on the attached schedule, and there are no make-up exams, so plan ahead. If you know in advance that you will miss an exam, it may be possible to arrange for you to take it at a different time. You will have a comprehensive final exam worth 100 points.  To account for any possible emergencies, one missed exam or your lowest exam grade will be replaced by half the final if it improves your grade.  In summary, your grade in the course will be determined by your percentage of the total points possible in the class, which are:
