Experts advise vaccination checks as mumps outbreak spreads 
Parents are being advised to verify that their children have received two MMR vaccinations, and adults should consider getting them now if they haven't, as an outbreak of mumps that started in the Midwest spreads east. The outbreak of 2,869 cases so far is said to be the worst in 20 years and is expected to continue spreading. There is no need to get a third MMR if you’ve had two already--- about 5% of people don’t become immune to mumps after MMR vaccination and another dose doesn’t increase immunity further. If you were born before 1957, you can assume you are already immune from being exposed to mumps during childhood.
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
