Duration: 18 months; 1-night-a-week classes; 1 class = half-time; 2 classes = full-time. 

Costs: Tuition $595 per unit; Academic Services Fee $20 per course; Application Fee $50; Grad Fee $110. 
 

Units:  The M.ED Program is 33 semester units including (24) units for the credential program.  The California 
Commission on Teacher Credentialing has approved this program for granting administrative credentials.  Students who 
successfully complete the program requirements can obtain the Preliminary Administrative Services Credential and / or 
a Master of Education (M.Ed). in Educational Management.  Students have four options in the program:  (1) To obtain 
both the M.Ed. and the Preliminary Administrative Services Credential (33 semester units total); or (2) Obtain the 
Preliminary Services Credential only (24 semester hours total); or (3) Obtain one of the above while serving in an 
internship; or (4) Obtain the M.Ed. only (33 semester hours)   

Please note this program will only require 24 semester units if you already possess a master’s degree
