Service Animals, Emotional Support/Comfort Animals, and Other
Animals on Campus

1. Service Animals

In order to prevent discrimination on the basis of disability, the District will allow an individual with a
disability to use a service animal or miniature horse in District facilities and on District campuses
in compliance with state and federal law.

2. Emotional Support/Comfort Animals

Individuals wishing to bring an emotional support or comfort animal on campus must comply with the
provisions of AP 3440 and must receive express permission from College administration and/or
Campus Safety to bring the emotional support/comfort animal on campus.

3. Animals on Campus

Animals shall not be brought on campus without the express permission of the College administration
and/or Campus Safety or except as provided for in 3440.1 above.
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
