Add comments to PAGES or KEYNOTE on an iPad:

1. Tap the = icon to insert an object.

2. Tap the T icon to insert a text box.

3. Choose a format style and begin typing in the new text box.
4. A small text box shows up in the center of your screen.
5. Move the new text box into a desired location by simply dragging it around.

6. Tap the PaintBrush icon to further manipulate the color of the text and background color of the box.
Depending on what is selected you can modify its characteristics. If you highlight some text with a double tap
you can change it’s foht, color or size. If you highlight the text box with a single tap you can modify the

background color of that box.

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Applications not behaving?
Some applications need to be restarted from time to time. If an application seems to be

frozen but the device seems to work properly, force quitting an application could help with
getting your application running again.

FORCE QUIT an application:
Double tap on the Home Button
Swipe up on any application you’d like to quit.

Then go back to your home screen and launch the application again by tapping on it.
