Are you planning to transfer to a four-year university for Fall 2021? 
The CSU Application filing period takes place October 1- November 30, 2020 (extended to December 

15) 
The UC Application filing period takes place November 1- 30, 2020 (extended to December 4)

ered for priority enrollment for spring registration if you select this option on your graduation petition.
